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First place

Perception of the archeological site as a cultural asset
belonging to the public produced an umbrella-like structure
which exploits the site’s contents as a platform for
architectural dialogue. Built as a glass box, the living area
opens to the landscape, with views of the ancient structure
- above it the bedrooms, and below - a separate unit
overlooking the antiquity site.
